March 2025
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JAG History

The first time JAG stayed at the Cambria Pines
Lodge was in July 1958. It was referred to as “the most
exciting and thoroughly enjoyable tour”. Here's a bit of
what was printed in August’s edition of the JAGazette:
“The tour from Morgan Hill found 24 Jaguars at the
starting post.
